	Open to a firefighter knocking at the door of a family home. There is a “72” in a circle superimposed on the screen.

The door opens to reveal the happy family greeting the firefighter.

	VO: “Will you be ready to take care of your family for 72 hours in an emergency?”
	The number rapidly counts down to “48” in the colour red as the scene changes to the same family, by lantern, drinking water and playing a board game. 

	VO: “Will you have food, water, cash and medication?”  
	The number rapidly counts down to “28” in the colour red as the scene changes to the same family in the kitchen, in the daylight, making a bean salad together from canned beans and vegetables.

	VO: “Will you be able to keep up-to-date, and in control?”
	The number rapidly counts down from “5” to “2” in the colour red as the scene changes to the same family using a flashlight to check their kit’s inventory and listening intently to the portable radio.

	VO: “Learn how to plan ahead.”
	Quick cut to the dad, with a flashlight, taking the family emergency kit out of the hall closet.
The number rapidly counts down to “0” as the scene changes to the same family sitting at home and watching TV as the lights go out. 

	VO: “Visit GetPrepared.ca or call to find out how easy it is to get a kit.”
	The number in the circle rapidly counts back up to “72” as the call-to-action information appears.
